(hereinafter referred to as the “said Planning authority”), vide Resolution No. 160, dated 28th June 2018,
declared its intention to prepare the Draft Development Plan (hereinafter referred to as “the said Draft
Development Plan”) for the newly incorporated areas within its jurisdiction as per the Government
Resolution, dated 4th October 2017, Namely (1) Mouje Lohgaon (remaining), (2) Mouje Mundhwa
(remaining - Keshavnagar), (3) Mouje Hadapsar (entire Sadesatranali), (4) Mouje Shivne (entire
Uttamnagar), (5) Mouje Shivne (remaining), (6) Mouje Ambegaon Khurd (remaining), (7) Mouje Undri
(remaining), (8) Mouje Dhayari (remaining), (9) Mouje Ambegaon Budruk (remaining), (10) Mouje Fursungi
(entire), (11) Mouje Uruli Devachi (entire) all in Taluka Haveli, District Pune (hereinafter collectively referred
to as “the said Area”) as per the provisions of Section 23 (1) of the Maharashtra Regional and Town
Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”) and such notice was published in the
Maharashtra Government Gazette, Part One-Pune Divisional Supplement, October 4 - 10, 2018 ;

and whereas, Municipal Commissioner, Pune Municipal Corporation, has appointed the then
Superintending Engineer, Building Development Department as “Town Planning Officer” for preparing the
said Draft Development Plan, vide Order No. 599, dated 11th December 2018 and Order No. 45, dated
28th April 2023 as per the provisions of Section 24 of the said Act ;

and whereas, the said planning authority failed to publish the said Draft Development Plan under
Section 26 (1) of the said Act, within the prescribed time limit, including the approved extensions thereof,
i.e. up to dated 2nd March 2024 ;

and whereas, the Joint Director of Town Planning, Pune Division, Pune, has appointed Abhijit Ketkar,
Assistant Director, Town Planning, Pune Branch (hereinafter referred to as “the said Appointed Officer”)
vide Order No. Viyomanapa/kalam 21(4a)/sahasampuvi/1430, dated 23rd August 2024, under Section
21 (4A) of the said Act, to exercise the powers and perform the duties of the planning authority and to
undertake all statutory actions required under Sections 26, 28, and 30 of the said Act for the preparation,
publication and submission of the said Draft Development Plan to Government ;

and whereas, the Government, vide Notification No. PMC/Pr.Kr.468/Navi-22, dated 11th September
2024, has constituted a new Municipal Council out of the two villages namely Fursungi and Uruli-Devachi
excluding the land area falling under the “Garbage Depot” within these two villages as specified in the
said Notification, Therefore the area is removed from the said Area ;

and whereas, the Director, Town Planning, Maharashtra State, Pune, vide Letter No. 5324, dated
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24th October 2024, has prescribed a time limit for publishing the said Draft Development Plan under
Section 26 (1) of the said Act. Subsequently, upon request from the said Appointed Officer, granted
extension up to dated 16th November 2025, vide Order No. Pr.V.Yo.Pune/Extended Limits—09 Villages/
Sec.26(1)/Extension/TPV-1/5355, dated 10th September 2025 ;

and whereas, the said Appointed Officer has now prepared the said Draft Development Plan, in his
capacity as the Planning Authority, has approved it for publication under Section 26 (1) of the said Act on
dated 13th October 2025.

Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Section 26 (1) of the said Act, |, the undersigned,
in my capacity as the Appointed Officer, hereby publish the said Draft Development Plan inviting
suggestions and objections from the public. Suggestions and objections from the public are hereby invited
within a period of 60 days from the date of publication of this notice in the Maharashtra Government Gazette.
The maps and report pertaining to the said Draft Development Plan shall be available for inspection by
the public during office hours on all working days at the offices mentioned below :—

writing, may be submitted to the Appointed Officer and Assistant Director, Town Planning, Pune Branch,
Pune, New Administrative Building, B Wing, 3rd Floor, Opposite Vidhan Bhavan, Pune-411 001, within 60
days from the date of publication of this notice in the Maharashtra Government Gazette. Suggestions
and objections received only within 60 days from the date of publication will be considered.
